2. How do you share your playlist on youtube with others?
Youtube playlists can be shared in a few ways. 
1. Email – if you create a playlist you can email it to others to share. This is the default way that youtube has set up for playlists to be shared.
2. If you have a playlist you can share the link by publishing it or emailing it eg: PDHPE playlists http://www.youtube.com/my_playlists?pi=0&ps=20&sf=&sa=0&dm=2&p=FC8DB362D7762DD8
3. bookmarking the playlist link on social bookmarking sites like delicious.
4. Searching youtube for a keyword and clicking on the playlist result that comes up.


3. Can we access Mondomo straight away or do we have to register? Do we have to register for slide share?
You can view both of these sites and look through all resources without signing up but need to sign up to be able to create and store things there. Both are free and simple to sign up for.

4. How do we send published and created Google forms to students?
Google forms can be shared in a few easy ways.
1. Email – there is an option to email the form and students can complete the form In their email. Useful if you have a group mailing list.
2. Publish link to the survey – When editing the form there is a link at the bottom that you can copy and paste and share in any way you can think of. This can include publishing the link on a blog or wiki, emailing the link, placing on moodle or other content management system.
3. Embed form – this means placing the form into a blog, wiki or other webpage so it appears as the form itself and not a link. Simple to do once you know how.

5. How do you set up websites? Are they done manually through Dreamweaver or a similar template program?

Dreamweaver can be used but it fairly difficult and requires a fair bit of training. Simple ways to set up class webpages to publish work include blogs, wikis and using google sites. (All have free account options)

1. Blogs are really easy to use and only take a relatively short amount of training to get used to. 1 hour PD sessions and most people would be competent. You can go to sites such as www.wordpress.com (blogs) or www.blogspot.com , sign up and play around and be up and running in no time.  They generally have pretty good tutorials to help you along also.
2. Wikis are also easy ways to publish and collaborate and sites such as www.wikispaces.com & www.pbworks.com provide great wiki products for free. Good tutorials for those willing to play and learn as they go.
3. Google sites is another google application that is an easy webpage creation product.

While dreamweaver can offer a lot more functionality than the above tools, the simplicity and low training required makes blogs and wikis viable publishing tools for teachers and students.


6. How do you access the Wiki page discussed?
Most wiki’s can be accessed and edited by anyone. Some require you to have an account with the site such as pbworks or wikispaces, and some require you to be registered with the site creator. A few wikis are locked and not editable and these generally serve as webpages where the creators do not want to content changed or added to at all. For most wikis you will only require the web address to be able to view the site and make changes.

When you create a wiki you can decide who can view and edit in most wiki programs.

7. How do you download a video off youtube?
A few of the more popular download sites are listed below. There are lots more and new programs come out all the time. My advice would be to play around, search for other popular ways and find what works for you.
